King Henry V first granted it
Collegiate status in 1421 and it became Manchester’s Cathedral on the
creation of the Diocese of Manchester in 1847. It is believed that there has
been a church on or near this site for over a thousand years.

The First World War ended on November |1th 1918 at eleven o’clock in
the morning — the eleventh hour of the eleventh day of the eleventh month.
Remembrance Sunday is held as the nearest one to Armistice Day. In our
service today the two-minute silence will be held at the eleventh hour.
