Welcome to the Cathedral and Collegiate Church of St Mary, St Denys and
St George in the heart of the City of Manchester. The building is the old
mediaeval Parish Church of Manchester. King Henry V first granted it
Collegiate status in 1421 and it became Manchester’s Cathedral on the
creation of the Diocese of Manchester in 1847. It is believed that there has
been a church on or near this site for over a thousand years.

The Advent Procession
The Cathedral Chapter welcomes you to this celebration at the beginning
of Advent. The word Advent derives from a Latin root which means
‘coming’ or ‘arrival’, and the season was a development of the Western
church as a preparation for the festival of the Nativity.

Our service is ‘on the move’ — it enacts a journey. We recall not only our
own life journey but also the journey made by God who sent his Son into
the world. At the end of the service we move with lit candles to the South
Door. The Blessing sends us further on our journey carrying the light of
Christ.
