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g here is a long and unbroken tradition in our country of

The last major
beacon celebration was on Her Majesty The Queen’s
Diamond Jubilee on Monday 4th June 2012.

21st April 2016, when beacons will be lit throughout the
United Kingdom, Channel Islands, Isle of Man and UK
Overseas Territories in celebration of Her Majesty The Queen’s
90th Birthday that day.
